Constitution of the North Central District

of Kappa Kappa Psi

Revised 3/26/2006

Article I: General

1.01 This document establishes and prescribes the authorized regulations pertaining to the functions and operations of the component parts of the North Central District for which it was written and of which it is a part.

1.02 The North Central District is composed of all chapters of the Fraternity in active standing with the National Headquarters from the states of Illinois, Indiana, Kentucky, Michigan, Ohio and Wisconsin. For pre-convention meeting purposes, the chapters in the district may be grouped together by location in accordance with current policy.

1.03 The headquarters of the district shall be located in the city of the United States in which the District Governor(s) resides.

1.04 This constitution was officially adopted at the fourth Biennial Convention of the district held March 1968. After adoption it becomes effective immediately.

1.05 Any previous constitution of the district shall become void and is superseded by this constitution.

1.06 Proposed amendments to this constitution shall be presented in writing at regularly called conventions of the district, and shall be referred at once to the Committee on Jurisdiction which shall report thereon at that same convention. If three fourths of the votes cast by the convention are favorable, the proposed amendment shall be declared adopted and from the time of such adoption, it shall be operative and effective immediately, unless otherwise stated in the amendment.

1.07 After each District Convention or meeting, the District Secretary/Treasurer shall send out two copies of the Constitution as amended and corrected, to all chapters in the district, and one copy to each of the National Officers, the District Officers, NAA Director(s), and the District Governor(s). Additional copies shall be sent to interested parties upon request, subject to availability.

1.08 In the event that the District Constitution comes in direct contradiction with the National Constitution and By-Laws, the Secretary/Treasurer shall be responsible for incorporating the changes of the National Constitution and By-Laws, upon approval of a majority of the District Officers into the District Constitution in such a manner that the District Constitution agrees with the National Constitution and By-Laws. The Secretary/Treasurer shall also make editorial changes, related to grammar, typographical errors, and punctuation, where such changes do not effect the substance or meaning of the provision.

1.09 The NCD Policy Handbook shall serve as further guidance for the operation of the district.  Changes to the Policy Handbook should be collected by the district Secretary/Treasurer and be compiled twice annually.  The updated version must be published and distributed to the District Council and Governor, and posted on the district website.  Changes submitted prior to January 1st must be published and distributed at least one week prior to Leadership Weekend; changes submitted prior to the close of convention must be published and distributed by May 1st.  Each publication must include a clear and recognizable revision date.

Article II: Officers

2.01 The District shall be under the jurisdiction of the District Governor(s), selected by the National Council. In addition, there shall be a District President, Vice-President for Colonization and Membership, Vice-President for Programs, and Secretary/Treasurer, selected by the chapters at each District Convention.

2.02 The District Governor(s) shall serve a term from National Convention to National Convention (approximately two years). The District President, Vice-President for Colonization and Membership, Vice-President for Programs, and Secretary/Treasurer shall be installed at the District Convention, and shall serve a term from District Convention to District Convention. All outgoing officers shall aid newly installed officers in their transition, and shall relinquish to them all materials necessary to the execution of the office.

2.03 All candidates for elected district offices must meet the requirement and qualifications listed in the District Policy Handbook. Furthermore, current District Policy shall dictate 
 eligibility and nomination procedures for all officer candidates.

2.04 All elected and non-elected District Officer shall carry out their duties as prescribed by current District Policy.

2.05 In the event of a vacancy in the district offices of District President, Vice-President for Colonization and Membership, Vice-President for Programs, and Secretary/Treasurer, an interim officer will be decided upon by a majority vote of the remaining district officers, subject to approval of the District Governor(s). In the event of a tie, the decision of the District Governor(s) will be final. 

2.06 All District Officers shall serve without compensation. Expenses of the District Officers, when authorized by the District Governor(s) and Secretary/Treasurer, shall be paid upon presentation of a written statement provided by the District Officer involved. Such statements shall be submitted no later than the opening of the annual convention or the reimbursement shall be forfeited.

2.07 District Officers shall not have a vote at regularly called meetings of the District, unless they have been appointed official delegate or proxy by their chapters, or in the event of a tie in which the presiding officer shall cast the tie-breaking vote.

Article III: Delegates

3.01 Each active chapter in the district shall be represented at each district convention by a delegate or an alternate delegate. Eligibility and seating procedures of delegates, alternate delegates and proxies shall follow the current District Policy Handbook.

3.02 Each official delegate or proxy shall have one vote at a regularly called convention and shall make a report to the chapter he/she represents.

3.03 All official delegates shall serve for the duration of the district convention to which they are delegate.

Article IV: Committees

4.01 The committees of the district shall be: Committee on Nominations, Committee on Conventions, Committee on Jurisdiction, Committee on Finance, Committee on Publications, and other such committees as may be considered necessary by the District Governor(s) or District President.

4.02 Each committee shall be represented by at least three chapters, with the exception of the Jurisdiction Committee. Committees shall include delegates, proxies, or unseated alternates who are in attendance at the meeting.

4.03 Guidelines for committees shall be submitted to all chapters by the District President and the District Governor(s) at least two weeks in advance of all district meetings.

4.04 Upon review of bids presented, the Joint Committee on Conventions and the Joint Committee on Publications shall slate them in order of preference.

Article V: Meetings

5.01 A regularly called convention of the district shall be held every year in the spring. The location will be determined by the preceding convention, or in the absence of a decision by the convention, by the District Governor(s) in conjunction with the Tau Beta Sigma Counselor. The date is to be determined by the host chapter, subject to the approval of the majority of the district chapters.

5.02 In the event of a tie in the vote for the convention site, the school with the higher slating according to the Joint Committee on Conventions shall host the convention.

5.03 Special conventions of the district may be called upon a favorable vote of three-fourths of the chapters of the district, or upon the recommendation of all District Officers.

5.04 A sixty-day notice prior to the date of all district conventions shall be given to all national officers, district officers, NAA Director(s), and chapters in the district by the District Governor(s) or Secretary/Treasurer.

5.05 Official delegates from a majority of the active chapters of the district, together with at least two district officers shall constitute a quorum at all district conventions.

5.06 The order of business for district conventions will be determined by the District President and Governor(s), following the district policy and the District Convention Guide.

5.07 No fees will be charged to those attending the convention except for reasonable service charges approved by the National Council.

5.08 District officers shall meet at intervals set by the current District Policy Handbook.

Article VI: Finance

6.01 All district fees and disbursement shall be held by the National Headquarters in accordance with the National Constitution.

6.02 The annual budget for the district shall be formulated by the Committee on Finance at each district convention and approved by the delegation.

6.03 A revision in the budget may be made between the district conventions as according to the Policy Handbook under District Finances.

Article VII: Reports

7.01 A report of the activities of each District Officer, and the recommendations of each district committee shall be submitted in accordance with the guidelines set by the National Constitution and By-Laws.

7.02 Each chapter shall file the Fall Activity Report and the Chapter Summary Report in triplicate to the District President at the same time said reports are filed with the National Headquarters

7.03 Sponsor chapters of a colony shall file a separate report, in triplicate, on the progress of the colony to the District President at the same time reports are filed with the National Headquarters. The report shall include the number of colony members and an evaluation of progress toward activation.

Article VIII: Newsletter

8.01 There shall be a district newsletter, entitled KADENZA.

8.02 Time shall be set-aside during each District Convention for the evaluation of the KADENZA and for the presentations of bids for the publication of the newsletter for the following year. The number of publications per year shall be determined by the Joint Committee on Publications subject to the approval of the delegates at the convention. The chapters who receive the bid will publish KADENZA for one year.

8.03 In the event of a tie vote for KADENZA, the school with the higher slating according to the Joint Committee on Publications shall publish KADENZA. The criteria will be decided by the Joint Committee on Publications.

8.04 In the event that no school presents a bid for KADENZA, the Joint Committee on Publications shall recommend a school to publish KADENZA. The criteria will be decided by the Joint Committee on Publications following official district policy.

8.05 Funding, publishing procedures, and other regulations for the newsletter are explained in the District Policy Handbook.

Article IX: Awards

9.01 Each year at District Convention, the District Governor(s) may award the Governor's Cup as per adopted criteria.

9.02 Each year at District Convention, the District Officers and District Governor(s) shall award the Outstanding Service Project Award as per adopted criteria.

9.03 Each year at District Convention, the National Representatives in attendance shall present the J. Lee Burke Outstanding Service to the District Award as per adopted criteria.
